Over 120 years of interior design experience gathered together at Flooring Resource on 
November 3rd with a mission: figure out what shade of beige would be best to use for a 
carpet color named ―Johnson County Beige‖. 

Designers: Nancy Ward, Susan Prestia, Kathleen Ramsey, Jeninne Coleman, Nichol 
Cramer, and Karen Mills met with Linda Kress (Designer Liaison, Flooring Resource) to 
work out this problem over several glasses of wine and refreshments.      

An outsider would have quickly observed what sets professional designers apart from the 
rest of the world --- first – their very well-honed social and communications skills which 
made working together a pleasure; and second, their very  refined sense of color (these 
designers can spot a pink or orange undertone before a sample has been on the table 5 
seconds.) 

The designers used their experience to also put other considerations into ―play‖ –such as 
what sort of beige is best to work with in a variety of color schemes, and what sort of 
finish would show off the color best, while not showing dirt. 

A lovely shade of beige was agreed upon unanimously.   The results were sent to Shaw 
Carpeting – where the color is scheduled to available within a few months.      

The designers expressed thanks to Mike Miele, Regional Manager for Shaw Carpet, for 
the wine, Jeff Weber for appetizers, and Brook Nienstedt of Sherwin Williams Paint  for 
an abundance of large beige paint samples used during the deliberations.
